(A BRIEF OVERVIEW)

One of the earliest oratorical samples of Georgian rhetoric preserved in a foreign language source, is [The
speech by Lazi Envoys in front of the King Khosrow I of Persia], placed with the sixth-century Byzantine
historian Procopius of Caesarea”’. According to N. Kandelaki’s assessment, “This speech is chronologically
the first oratorical monument, which has reached to us in its full form and, so far, should be considered as the
earliest complete creation in the history of the Georgian rhetoric.””! The speech was spoken about 540 AD.

Procopius of Caesarea is the author of a number of noteworthy works, among them which his fourth book
describes the political situation in Georgia at that time. This book describes the wars of the time of the Byz-
antine Emperor Justinian I (527-565) and presents the historical stories of Georgia of the same period. As for
the sectoral and genre affiliation of the oratorical sample, it belongs to the embassy rhetoric, and to the speech
genre.

The speech was published several times; for the first time, in 1890 — by A. Tchkonia*?, in 1934 —in “Geor-
gica” by S. Kaukhchishvili?’3; in 1968 — by N. Kandelaki in “Georgian Rhetoric™?*.

In the present edition, we have printed the Georgian and English translations of the oratorical sample, the
Georgian translation of it belongs to S. Kaukhchishvili*”*, and the English translation to H. B. Dewing?¢. We
offer an unchanged oratorical sample from the sources mentioned above.

“If any people in all time have revolted from their own friends in any manner whatsoever and attached
themselves wrongfully to men utterly unknown to them, and after that by the kindness of fortune have been
brought back once more with greatest rejoicing to those who were formerly their own, consider, O Most
mighty King??, that such as these are the Lazi. For the Colchians®®? in ancient times, as allies of the Persians,
rendered them many good services and were themselves treated in like manner; and of these things there are
many records in books, some of which we have, while others are preserved in thy palace up to the present
time. But at a later time it came about that our ancestors, whether neglected by you or for some other reason
(for we are unable to ascertain anything certain about this matter), became allies of the Romans. And now we

give to the Persians both ourselves and our land to treat in any way you may desire.
And we beg of you to think thus concerning us: if, on the one hand, we have suffered nothing outrageous at
the hands of the Romans, but have been prompted by foolish motives in coming to you, reject this prayer of
ours straightway, considering that with you likewise the Colchians will never be trustworthy (for when a
friendship has been dissolved, a second friendship formed with others becomes, owing to its character, a mat-
ter of reproach); but if we have been in name friends of the Romans, but in fact their loyal slaves, and have
suffered impious treatment at the hands of those who have tyrannized over us, receive us, your former allies,
and acquire as slaves those whom you used to treat as friends, and shew your hatred of a cruel tyranny which
has risen thus on our borders, by acting worthily of that justice which it has always been the tradition of the
Persians to defend. For the man who himself does no wrong is not just, unless he is also accustomed to rescue
those who are wronged by others when he has it in his power. But it is worth while to tell a few of the things
which the accursed Romans have dared to do against us. In the first place they have left our king only the form
of royal power, while they themselves have appropriated the actual authority, and he sits a king in the posi-
tion of a servant, fearing the general who issues the orders; and they have put upon us a multitude of soldiery,
not in order to guard the land against those who harass us (for not one of our neighbours except, indeed, the
Romans has disturbed us), but in order that they may confine us as in a prison and make themselves masters
of our possessions. And purposing to make more speedy the robbery of what we have, behold, O King, what
sort of a design they have formed; the supplies which are in excess among them they compel the Lazi to buy
against their will, while those things which are most useful to them among the products of Lazica these fel-
lows demand to buy, as they put it, from us, the price being determined in both cases by the judgment of the
stronger party. And thus they are robbing us of all our gold as well as of the necessities of life, using the fair
name of trade, but in fact oppressing us as thoroughly as they possibly can. And there has been set over us as
ruler a huckster who has made our destitution a kind of business by virtue of the authority of his office. The
cause of our revolt, therefore, being of this sort, has justice on its side; but the advantage which you yourselves
will gain if you receive the request of the Lazi we shall forthwith tell. To the realm of Persia you will add a
most ancient kingdom, and as a result of this you will have the power of your sway extended, and it will come
about that you will have a part in the sea of the Romans through our land, and after thou hast built ships in
this sea, O King, it will be possible for thee with no trouble to set foot in the palace in Byzantium. For there
is no obstacle between. And one might add that the plundering of the land of the Romans every year by the
barbarians along the boundary will be under your control. For surely you also are acquainted with the fact that
up till now the land of the Lazi has been a bulwark against the Caucasus mountains. So with justice leading
the way, and advantage added thereto, we consider that not to receive our words with favour would be wholly
contrary to good judgment.”

“Fellow-men, I know not whether it is necessary to address any exhortation to you to impel you to be of
good courage. For those men whose enthusiasm is upheld by the necessity of circumstances would, I think,
need no further exhortation, and this is the case with us, in the present crisis at any rate. For it is your women
and children and your ancestral land, and, to speak plainly, your all, which is involved in this danger, for it is
to secure these that the Persians are coming upon us. For no one in the whole world gives way to those who
are seeking by violence to rob him of any of his possessions, for nature compels him to fight for his property.
And you are not ignorant that nothing stops the avarice of the Persians when they have come to have power in
their grasp, and if at the present time they prevail over us in the war, they will not stop with simply ruling us or
imposing taxes or treating us in other matters as subjects, — a statement which we can test by our own memory
of what Chosroes®® attempted upon us not long ago. But let me not even so much as mention the experience
we have had with the Persians, and let not the name of the Lazi*** come to an end. And the struggle against the
Medes*®, my fellow-men, is not a hard one for us who have many times grappled with them and prevailed over
them in the fight. For a task which has become thoroughly familiar entails no difficulty whatever, the neces-
sary labour having been previously expended in practice and experience. Consequently, we shall be obliged
because of this fact actually to despise the enemy as having been defeated in previous combats and having no
such ground for courage as you have. For when the spirit has been humbled, it is by no means wont to mount
again. Holding these thoughts then before your minds, advance with high hopes to close with the enemy.”

“If the Romans confined their injuries to words and thoughts, then we would still be effectively repaying
them in kind. But are we to stand for the present state of affairs, in which whilst they have already committed
the most monstrous act of aggression we ourselves hang around debating the issue and let the opportunity for
retaliation slip through our fingers? It is no longer possible to say that whereas they have not yet been shown
to be openly engaged in active hostility against us a likely case could be made out for accusing them of hostile
intent, nor indeed, will it be necessary to produce arguments in order to establish the existence of a secret plot.
But it is no longer possible only because Gubazes our great and noble king has been unceremoniously disposed
of like the meanest of his subjects. Gone forever is the ancient dignity of the Colchians. Henceforth there will
be no question of our aspiring to rule over others. No, we must rest content if we are allowed to avoid sinking
to a much lower level than that of those who until recently were our dependents. And is it not an extraordi-
nary state of affairs if we are going to sit around examining the question of whether we should regard the men
responsible for this situation as our worst enemies or our friends? Yet it must be realized that their insolence
will not confine itself to this action. Even if we drop the charge against them they will not leave us alone. On
the contrary they will ill-treat us with greater impunity if we do nothing. When they find people docile their
insolence knows no bounds and they habitually despise anyone who treats them with deference. Their Em-
peror is utterly unscrupulous and delights in continually creating tension and instability. Hence the sudden-
ness with which the hideous crime was perpetrated, since it was committed at his express command and with
their willing collaboration. We have all but suffered the rape of our country at their hands though there was
no prior aggression on our part or spontaneous outbreak of hostility. While appearing to remain on the same
friendly terms as before they have committed the most unspeakable of crimes, as though seized with a sudden
access of insane cruelty and hatred and all the other dark and brutal passions.

How different are the ways of the Persians! Those whose friendship they have had from the start they
go out of their way to treat with unfailing kindness, reserving their anger for their enemies, as long as they
remain enemies. I could have wished that the Colchian state were still possessed of its ancient might, needing
no help from foreign powers and completely independent in all matters that touch upon war and peace. But,
since whether through the passage of time or the whims of fortune or perhaps through a combination of both
we have been reduced to the status of a subject people, I think it pays us to join the side whose attitude is the
more reasonable and whose goodwill towards their allies is not liable to fluctuation. In this way we will get
the better of our real enemies since their past misconduct will not go unpunished and we shall have taken the
necessary steps to ensure our future safety. For that sly and ingratiating manner which enables them to injure
the unsuspecting by hiding their true selves behind a facade of suavity and charm will be completely wasted
on us owing to our open and uncompromising hostility towards them. Even if they should try to make war on
us they would be fighting on enemy territory and would never be able to stand up to the combined strength
of the Lazi and the Persians or even to sustain the first shock of our arms. It is not long since they engaged a
detachment of Persians with their entire army and were at once ignominiously put to flight. They ran so fast
that even now they have scarcely recovered their breath and though they were roundly beaten in every other
way they did excel their pursuers in one respect — the speed of their flight!

One might name as the obvious and immediate cause of this rout a combination of cowardice and bad
judgement, and indeed such shameful defects seem to be part and parcel of their whole make-up. But the ad-
dition of deliberate wickedness to natural depravity tipped the scales so heavily against them that their plight
was made doubly disastrous, and by their foul misdeed they forfeited the protection of Providence. For it is
not so much by force of arms as by godfearing conduct that victory is assured, and I find it inconceivable that
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heaven should intervene on the side of abandoned wickedness. Therefore we will have no truck with these
men, if we have any sense, since they lack sound judgement and have moreover incurred the wrath of the be-
ing whose special province is the safety of all things. Events have shown more clearly than words can that our
joining the Persian side will be an easy and advantageous course to pursue and will win the approval of the De-
ity. Nor would such a course carry with it the implication, from a human point of view, of treachery or unjust
aggression on our part. Indeed we have seen fit on many occasions in the past to abide by the terms of our alli-
ance in spite of the insulting behaviour of the Romans because we felt that to shift one’s allegiance on account
of provocation which though serious was not altogether unbearable was an extremely shabby thing to do. But
to suffer outrageous and irremediable harm without a murmur of protest, not to show a flicker of anger in the
face of monstrous inhumanity, that, I say, is not the reaction of sensible men but of cowards and weaklings
who contrive to mask their callous indifference to the fate of their country with a specious pretence of politi-
cal maturity. It is hard to imagine how any other people could become the victims of a fouler crime or how, if
they did, they could possibly overlook it. Similarly we too must not turn a blind eye to what has happened but
must recoil in disgust from the thought of displaying indifference to the memory of our king and betraying a
desire to flatter his murderers. If it were possible for him to be present here he would be inveighing bitterly
against our neglect of duty which has enabled these guilty wretches to continue to reside in his land instead of
being expelled from it long ago. But since he will never again be present to address you, bethink yourselves of
the man and summon up a mental picture of him standing in the midst of the assembled company, pointing to
the wound on his neck and his chest and imploring his fellow-countrymen to take vengeance even at this late
hour on his enemies. Which of you then would brook a moment’s doubt or discussion concerning the justice
of Gubazes’ claim to the sympathy of the Colchians? Yes, we must be on our guard lest through our fear of be-
ing branded as deserters we allow ourselves to become participants in the crime and throw away the chance
of avenging the dead man. We will look a great deal more treacherous if our affection for him lasts no longer
than his lifetime and if when once we lose the man we lose his memory too.

When all is as it should be it is the height of folly to change one’s whole way of life, but when the reverse
is the case it pays, I think, to adapt oneself speedily to events. Reason is the criterion upon which resolution
should be based and a dogged attachment to the status quo is not always something to be praised but only
when it makes good sense. But when it is a question of giving heed to unworthy considerations and clinging
tenaciously to a false position then the man who maintains his previous stand is more blameworthy than the
man who changes sides.

When the Persians learn from us of this decision and realize its implications their hearts will with good
reason warm to us and they will fight on our behalf, for they are generous and magnanimous and especially
good at divining their neighbours intentions. Besides they will be gaining, without even having to ask for it,
the alliance of a country of vital strategic importance and considerable military strength, which they them-
selves would go to great trouble and expense to possess. Make it therefore your one object to get down to busi-
ness and disclose your intentions. By so doing we should greatly enhance our prestige while at the same time
pursuing a just, honourable and advantageous course of action”.

“That what you heard has had a profoundly disturbing effect upon your minds is not surprising. You have
in fact succumbed to a magnificent piece of oratory. The power of eloquence is indeed hard to combat. No man
is proof against its well-aimed shafts, least of all those who have never before experienced them. But that does
not mean that it cannot be countered by the prudent exercise of the faculty of reason and by bringing critical
discernment to bear on the realities of a situation. Do not, therefore, accept statements whose credibility turns
out on closer inspection to rest not on any considerations of honesty or utility but solely on the suddenness and
novelty of their appeal. Rather must you realize that however attractive they may appear better options do in
fact exist. Furthermore, that you were easily won over should itself be a clear proof of the deception practised
on you.

The man who is advocating a dishonest stand has greater need of impressive arguments and fine words;
thus, by effectively sugaring the pill he quickly enlists the support of the more simple-minded. That is pre-
cisely what happened to you when Aeetes®” contrived to lend an air of attractive novelty to his tendentious
exposition. You have no conception how thoroughly you have been hoodwinked. Yet, if nothing else, one can
hardly fail to note how he started off by dragging in a completely irrelevant question. As though you were
all saying that what had happened was not serious, refusing to condemn the brutal murder and concentrating
all your attention on the question of whether the murderers of Gubazes were really in the wrong, he came
forward and delivered a lengthy indictment of them, in which he devoted much discussion to proving what
had already been established. I for my part regard as the vilest and most abandoned wretches whom I would
gladly see put to the most horrible of deaths not only those who struck the blows and performed the actual
killing with their own hands but all those too who had the chance to prevent it and did nothing about it. And
I include those who were delighted and even those who were not particularly distressed at the crime. But the
fact that I entertain such feelings does not make defection to the Persians into a sound policy. By what logic
could the abandonment of principles on their part be construed as implying the necessity for a similar course
of action on ours? It is hardly consistent to be angered at their treachery while ourselves incurring a similar
reproach.

So, we must not now dwell on the unalterable and irrevocable past lest by deliberating in a spirit of anger
we allow our judgement to be clouded and deprive ourselves of the chance of finding a better solution. No, we
must keep our heads without appearing to lose our hearts and take thought in advance to ensure the successful
conduct of our affairs. Only fools spend their time brooding in perpetual resentment over past ills. Wise men
are inured to the whims of fortune and undismayed by chance or change. They do not react to past deprivation
by destroying all hope of success for the future.

Aeetes’ pro-Persian sentiments are of long standing and so is his desire to bring us into an alliance with
Persia. This policy he is advocating by trying to scare us like so many children into believing that the Romans
will not stop at what they have done but that their effrontery will assume still more alarming proportions.
Their Emperor is also credited with being an arch-trouble-maker and is supposed to have ordered the murder
personally, the design itself having been hatched and elaborated long before its execution. While making these
allegations he praises the Persians to the skies thinking that that will make us desert immediately and become
the humble petitioners of those who are by nature our deadliest enemies. His every remark is aimed at this
objective. Right from his opening words he goes to great pains and to great lengths to secure the realization
of his pet schemes. And indeed, his uncritical harangue has the effect of confusing and frustrating the whole

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process of deliberation. It is the function of deliberation to take precedence always and to lead the way, sub-
jecting all that remains unclear to a rigorous scrutiny. When the course to be pursued has been determined,
then and only then does the desire to act upon the decisions arrived at become a necessary and relevant factor.
But Aeetes has put the cart before the horse and, before attempting to clarify the issue, has already embarked
upon a decision. Yet what is the use of deliberation if the matter has been prejudged?

Bring an unbiassed mind to bear, fellow Colchians, on the matter under consideration and do not allow
your views to be coloured by preconceived notions and ulterior motives. We cannot force events to fit into a
pattern of our own choosing. That would be absurd. No, it behoves us to follow them step by step, subjecting
them to the rational analysis of a lucid and independent mind. Such a procedure would enable us to form an
accurate picture of what has happened and to discover where our true interests lie. Now if you deliberate in
this fashion it will immediately become apparent to you that the conspiracy against Gubazes’ life was not the
doing of the Roman forces, nor even of all the generals, and still less of their Emperor. It is already common
knowledge among the Romans that Rusticus and Martin out of envy for his good fortune embarked on their
own private piece of wickedness not just without the co-operation of the other leaders but even in the face
of their evident displeasure. I consider it unjust as well as unprofitable to do violence to the laws of our com-
munity, which we set out to cherish, on account of the wrong-doing of one or perhaps two individuals and to
do away with the whole of our familiar pattern of life which means so much to us, on so slender a pretext. We
would also be branding ourselves as the betrayers of those who are guarding our land and imperilling their own
lives so that we can live in comfort, and most heinous of all we would be showing contempt for the dignity of
the true faith in all its outward and inward manifestations. For that is precisely what we shall seem to be doing
if we join forces with the violent antagonists of the Deity. If they debar us from the practice of our religion and
force us to adopt theirs, then what more horrible fate than that could we suffer both in this world and in the
next? What will we gain (let us put it this way) if we win the whole of Persia and suffer the loss of our souls?
Even if they were tolerant we would certainly not be able to count on their lasting goodwill. On the contrary,
it would be an illusory and insecure arrangement, a mere temporary expedient. There can be no real fellow-
ship and no lasting bond between men of different religion not even under the stimulus of fear or of some
previous act of kindness. A common religion is the one indispensable precondition for such a relationship. In
its absence, even the tie of kinship suggests an affinity which is only so in name while in reality there is no
common ground whatsoever. What then do we stand to gain from going over to the Persians if even so they
will remain our enemies and we shall only succeed in making ourselves more vulnerable in that it is more dif-
ficult to guard against the enemy from within than the enemy from without? But let us assume for the sake of
argument that there is nothing immoral or disreputable about such a move and that the Persians are a hundred
per cent trustworthy and reliable and will never fail to honour the terms of the future treaty. Yet granted that
this were really the case and assuming that none of the other objections held good we would not be in a strong
enough position to act. How could we desert to a foreign power while the Romans are still in charge and have
such a huge concentration of first-rate troops on our soil under the command of generals of no mean ability?
How could we possibly avoid suffering the most savage reprisals when those who were supposed to come to
our aid would be lingering in the region of Iberia and advancing at snail’s pace whilst our avengers were oc-
cupying the whole of our country with their troops billeted in our cities?

And yet this good fellow informs us, basing his claim on recent events, that they will not even be able to
sustain the first shock of our arms. Though it should be perfectly obvious that the vicissitudes of war do not
conform to a set pattern and that the failures of the moment are not doomed to be similarly unsuccessful on
each and every occasion. On the contrary victory often follows in the wake of defeat and cures the distress it
has caused. We must not therefore become over-confident on the grounds that habitual defeat in every en-
gagement has come to be expected of them. For if the sole cause of their defeat has been their failure to make
the right decision then we should let that be a warning to ourselves to be on our guardagainstthedangersof-
precipitateaction. So, on no accountshouldwe regard what has happened as a clear indication that we shall get
the better of them. Indeed, it is only reasonable to suppose that those who have blundered in the past and have
learnt from experience what to avoid will make good their previous omissions by their vigilance for the future.
And if the Deity is angry with them because of the heinous crime they have committed against the dead man
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and that is the reason for their present plight, what need is there for us to appear on the scene to give a helping
hand as though He were not up to the task of seeing that justice is done but required help from us? We shall
certainly have reached the acme of impiety if we dishonour by our defection the beneficent Providence which
even without our doing anything fights righteously on our behalf. So, let no one introduce into his speech the
figure of the dead man uttering the most unmanly complaints and beseeching his fellow countrymen to feel
pity for him and pointing to his wounds. Such behaviour may perhaps accord well with the portrayal of some
pusillanimous and effeminate wretch, but it should never be attributed to a king and to a king of the Lazi at
that, and least of all to Gubazes. If he were present here he would, like the pious and rightminded man he was,
reproach us for entertaining such proposals and would bid us not to be so dejected and faint-hearted and not
to resolve to run away like a gang of slaves. He would bid us rather to recover the dignity and self-reliance of
Colchians and of free men and to stand up courageously to misfortune, not allowing ourselves to be induced to
do anything dishonourable or unworthy of our country’s history and remaining true to its present obligations,
secure in the knowledge that Providence will not abandon our nation.

Now, if these are the sort of sentiments that are likely to meet with the approval of the very man who
was brutally murdered, is it not altogether extraordinary that we, who claim to be motivated by our affection
towards him, should hold the opposing view-point? 8 Indeed I am afraid that we shall be severely punished
merely for toying with the idea of following such a course. If the prospects of the intended defection were far
from clear and the success of the issue could be said to hang in the balance, it would still be highly dangerous
to make so momentous a decision depend solely upon chance, though the advocates of this policy would very
probably have less to fear from their impudence. 9 But if it is shown to be a demonstrably bad policy from
every conceivable point of view then how can we fail to hate the authors of such a suggestion? Enough then
has, I think, been said to make it quite plain that we should steer clear of such a course.

In conclusion, I propose that we should send a report of what has happened to the Emperor of the Romans
to enable him to visit with condign punishment those most responsible for the outrage. I propose also that if he
proves willing to do so we should put an end to our dispute with the Romans and resume normal co-operation
in both the civil and the military spheres. But if he should reject our petition then we shall have to consider
whether it will not suit us to explore some other avenue. In this way, we would not appear to be unmindful of
the dead nor would we give the impression of acting on impulse rather than judgement in the conduct of our
affairs”.

(A BRIEF OVERVIEW)

Oratorical sample [The indictment speech by a Colchian representative on the trial of the murderers of
King Gubazes, in 556] is presented in historical essays of the Byzantine poet and historian, Agathias Scholas-
ticus (536-582)%¢. We know from history that the Byzantine emperor Justinian I in 556, after defeating the
Persians, organized the trial of the assassins of King Gubazes in the city of Archaeopolis®’. The representa-
tive of the Colchis said an accusatory speech in court. The name of this orator is not mentioned by Agathias
Scholasticus. As for the sectoral and genre affiliation of the oratorical sample, it belongs to the field of judicial
rhetoric, and to the genre of speech and the subgenre of indictment speech.

The speech was published several times, including in 1936 — in “Georgica™®, in 1958 — in “Georgian Rhet-
oric” compiled by N. Kandelaki®*®’, in 1961 — by V. Zhvania*", in 1993 — in "Herald of Justice" as a fragment®",
in 1997 —in V. Katchakhidze’s “Rhetoric”*?, in 2000 — by T. Jagodnishvili, I. Jagodnishvili, and V. Papaskiri in
“Georgian Oratory Art”%,

The Indictment Speech

by a Colchian Representative on the Trial of the Murderers of King
Gubazes in 556

“The enormity of the crime committed is in itself sufficient to condemn its perpetrators to the severest of
punishments without our uttering a single word. But since it is a requirement of your laws that even in the
case of notorious and outrageous offences judgment must not be passed until all the facts have been clearly
stated, we have come here to give a bare recital of events. In this way, we too shall fulfil the requirements of
the law, though our language will be simple and unadorned and quite unequal to the magnitude of the crimes
committed. What semblance of an excuse will they find for the cold-blooded murder of a man of such exalted
rank who was bound to you by ties of friendship, alliance, hospitality and by a common religion, a man in fine
who possessed all the attributes of a most intimate associate and friend? What vestige of an excuse, then, will
be left them once they are shown to have behaved with extreme hostility towards you by virtually promoting
the interests of the enemy? The murdered man was a king, a king of no mean nation, a great force for virtue
and one who, far more than his murderers ever did, had always had the interests of the Romans at heart.

The Colchian state is in ruins, indeed it would be more accurate to say, ‘The Empire is in ruins’, given
that we constitute a not inconsiderable fraction of its subjects. The stability and integrity of your regime has
been destroyed and your own power is sadly weakened as a result. For a state which is not firmly supported
throughout its entire structure no longer has any title to be considered a unified political entity. Indeed, to call
it a state becomes a contradictionin terms once its unity has been drastically impaired. Now the very men who
have brought about this situation say that you must take into account not the appalling consequences of their
action but the spirit in which it was done, and they would have you proceed by an obscure and specious form
of argumentation to conjure up a fanciful picture of the benefits that have accrued to you therefrom rather
than give any credence to the manifest harm already experienced. Even before the trial in fact they thought
by dint of repeating these sophistries to mislead the masses. If therefore they are going to put forward this type
of argument in a court of law then they had better realize that it is not in keeping with the principles of Ro-
man justice to turn a blind eye to such a glaring and flagrant oflence in order to be deceived by such obscure
allegations and trumped-up charges as theirs. It is intolerable that they should openly admit that they have
killed Gubazes and yet persist in making the wild assertion that the common good has benefited immensely
from their action. How can such glaring inconsistencies be reconciled? By what logic shall we describe the act
as an atrocity while at the same time praising the public-spirited intent of its perpetrators? The two notions of
public good and illegal violence have from time immemorial been diametrically oppposed. Likewise, cruelty
and justice are poles apart. There is no common ground between them and no possible point of contact.

But if we confine ourselves to a bare examination of the end in view even on that score they will be
convicted of malice aforethought, since the policy they adopted has the blessing of Persia. These murderers
therefore are not fit to be called Romans, nor should they be judged with the indulgence extended to one’s
fellow countrymen but rather as though they were your worst enemies, since they are already divided from
you by the common law of humanity even if not yet by your own written code. For actions, not distance, are
the only proper criterion for determining what is alien and hostile. Whoever deliberately plays into the hands
of the enemy may himself with good reason be deemed an enemy, even if he is close at hand, even if he is
serving in the same army, even if he is of the same blood. 3 But they claim that they did not kill a friend or a
king but an enemy and a rebel and an active sympathizer of Persia. Yes, in their criminal folly they have even
gone so far as to charge the dead man with conspiracy to betray the state to the Persians. And things have now
come to such a pass that even in death the unhappy man has no rest but must stand trial for high treason in
circumstances where he can gain nothing from an acquittal. What law is there in force among yourselves or
among barbarians which would sanction the practice of first pronouncing and executing the sentence and then

proceeding to draw up the indictment? Setting themselves up as judges, enemies and accusers all rolled into
one, they inflicted upon an innocent man without even giving him a trial the punishment appropriate to one
who had been genuinely convicted of seeking to assume arbitrary and unconstitutional powers. Now when
they are supposed to be defending themselves they have come bringing accusations against the victim of their
own injustice. Yet if they believed in the charges they are making they ought first to have embarked openly on
criminal proceedings against him and been the first to open the case for the prosecution before killing him and
not to have waited until they were themselves accused and then bring out a counter-accusation.

If everyone is entitled to do this sort of thing then why did we not take the law into our hands also and kill
these murderous brutes, since when we were brought to justice we could always have countered the charges
preferred against us by arraigning them posthumously with their previous crimes, and thus attempted to dem-
onstrate that two wrongs make a right? Given in fact the incontrovertible nature of the evidence for the prior
events to which we had reacted in anger, we would have been punishing them with greater justice and the
case for the defence would have proceeded with all due propriety. But there is no place for such outrageous
conduct either on our part or on anybody else’s, that is if you are to live according to your traditional standards
of legality. For if whoever feels so inclined is permitted to kill oil his private enemies in this summary and
offhand manner, and the practice becomes such a regular occurrence that no limit is set to criminal daring,
how long do you imagine the authority of the judiciary will remain unimpaired? In the mutual slaughter and
the endless chain of plots and counterplots that will ensue you will not be able to punish or bring to heel the
culprits in time, and as your nation rushes blindly to destruction all possibility of impartial investigation will
be precluded by a wave of personal vendettas.

Yet the accused contend that there is nothing very dreadful about the death of a single individual who hap-
pens also to be a traitor, especially in view of the salutary and sobering effect it will have on all your allies. I am
in complete agreement. If it is a question of destroying real traitors, then the more the merrier. The mere fact
of ridding the world of such men is in itself a sufficient boon, even if no other benefit derives from the action
of their slayers. But if without there being a shred of evidence to convict him a person of very great distinc-
tion is suddenly struck down and punished like a common traitor caught red-handed in the act, one is perhaps
entitled to ask exactly how that is meant to have a salutary and sobering effect upon your allies? Surely, they
would be much more likely to disavow their alliance if they suspected that you were party to such an outrage.
Indeed, they could hardly avoid the inescapable conclusion that if you show so little concern for justice and
humanity in your dealings with your close friends and associates you will scarcely prove more reliable in your
dealings with strangers who have been recognized merely in response to some sudden and pressing need. But
you were not privy to their plan nor will the whole Roman people be involved in the guilt which attaches to
them as individuals, nor for that matter will your long-standing reputation for honesty, reliability and justice
be eclipsed and overshadowed by their nefarious conduct. On the contrary, it is our opinion that this tribunal
has been set up to preserve the good name of the nation and to make it clear to everybody that you wish to
dissociate yourselves entirely from the action of those who have inflicted such cruel and monstrous indigni-
ties on the Colchians. Perhaps at this point the minds of most men are perplexed and undecided, perhaps they
even find your motives open to doubt. But once, my Lord, your verdict, which will be their death-warrant, is
pronounced then it will become crystal clear that it is your practice not to betray your friends but to punish
those who do wrong.

As for the defence which they appear to be putting up, it is in reality tantamount to an open admission of
guilt. The Emperor’s letter in fact instructs the generals to send Gubazes to Constantinople using persuasion
in the first instance and even force should he refuse to co-operate and in the event of his resisting compulsion
not on any account killing him until he resorted to actual revolt and armed hostilities. These men, however,
without even themselves being generals and without in any other way being authorized to work their wills
on him, killed their hapless victim in the twinkling of an eye. They did not urge him to go to Constantiniple.
They did not find him uncooperative and have recourse to a reasonable degree of compulsion. They did not
even bother to find out whether he had any intention of not respecting the Emperor’s command! Yet it is their
proud boast that they have executed the Emperor’s instructions, whereas in reality they have shown flagrant
disregard for his wishes by daring to employ vicious slander against Gubazes in the first place and then by tak-
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ing it upon themselves to do the exact opposite of what had been wisely enjoined upon them. Most abhorrent
of all, they precluded all possibility of choice by suppressing the contents of the letter.

It is indeed hard to envisage a punishment sufficiently severe to match the enormity of their crimes. To
injure another is always immoral and illegal, but it is especially so if the injured party happens to be a friend
and one who has often risked his life on behalf of his associates. For who was the man who preferred your
friendship to the wealth of the Persians and to all the attractive propositions they made him? Who was the
man who set at nought the friendship of Chosroes and who, though the way lay open through defection to
immense prosperity and distinction, was happy to remain in a less exalted position and retain his links with
you? Who, I ask, was the man who, when his land had long been hard pressed by the Persians and when aid
from you was slow in coming, departed suddenly and took to the mountains, living on the very peaks of the
Caucasus and putting up with inhuman conditions rather than accept the friendly overtures the enemy were
making to him and come down from his mountain fastness to live in ease and comfort in his own home? Who
was this man then? None other than Gubazes, the man who was afraid to face no danger on your account (oh
the injustice of it!), Gubazes the traitor, the rebel, the man who betrayed the Empire to the Persians! And he,
a king, has met his death at the hands of such vile and loathsome men as John and Rusticus. Yet even if he
had really been guilty of the sort of crime he has been accused of, they still ought not to have dispatched him
with such indecent haste. He should first have been judged by the Emperor, who is the common sovereign of
the Romans and the Colchians with supreme authority over both peoples, before receiving his due share of
punishment. 4 But since their murderous act was motivated not by any just cause but by an irrational hostility
which erupted under the stimulus of envy into this piece of diabolical wickedness they left no room in their
minds for sanity or for considerations of expediency. Venting the spleen of their accumulated hatred at the first
opportunity afforded them they put their long-premeditated plan into execution, heedless of the critical state
of affairs at the time and regardless of the consequences. In the midst of a conflict of such proportions, when
the sensible thing would have been to conciliate and win over even those peoples with whom no contacts had
as yet been established, they have done their level best to antagonize even those who until recently were the
closest friends of the Romans. Indeed, if it depended solely on them we should have gone over to the enemy,
we should be plotting against our staunchest friends, our country would be in the hands of the Persians and
violent upheaval and civil strife would be combining to sound the death-knell of our ancestral traditions. 6
You must, therefore, inflict a fitting punishment upon them, if indeed such a punishment can be found, just as
though all these things really had taken place and you were faced with the collapse of your Empire. For even
if we have in fact remained true to the cause of the Romans, it is not right that they should benefit from our
virtuous conduct and be any less severely punished than the nature of their criminal endeavour demands”.

“Fortune has given a sudden and unexpected twist to events, with the result that when we should be receiv-
ing the greatest rewards we find ourselves on trial for our lives. Yet we contemplate this ordeal with joy and with
the conviction that it will redound to our credit, since whatever its outcome it cannot fail to make it still more
abundantly clear to all that by our own unaided efforts we have brought about the downfall of a traitor and a
rebel and upheld the interests of the Emperor. And so even in the event of our being put to death we would freely
accept and welcome as though it were the object of our desire the anguish which is forced upon us. And we shall
depart from this life comforted and fortified for our journey into the hereafter by the conscious certainty that we
have left the Romans still in full possession of their Colchian dominions and not yet having forfeited them to any
foreign power.

If we were standing trial in a Persian court in the presence of Persian judges it would behove us to deny most
strenuously that we ever did do what in fact we did. We would be in fear and trembling lest our assertions be
refuted and, if they were, it is quite conceivable that we should be at a loss how to plead our cause before bitterly
hostile judges who were incensed at the failure of their hopes which our actions had brought about. But since it is
a Roman who is presiding over the court what possible grounds could we have for denying what we have done?
What need is there for us to justify to you our action when as a result of it we have done you the signal service
of destroying the rebel Gubazes? I say ‘rebel’ because he does not deserve to be accorded the august title of ‘king’.
His deeds have shown him to be the negation all that such a title stands for, though our accusers are raising an
indignant outcry at what they describe as the outrageous murder of a king. This name, however, should not be
applied to the outward trappings of royalty — the jewelled clasp and fancy robe, but to the man who is the active
embodiment of justice, whose desires do not cause him to disregard the call of duty and whose aspirations are
kept within their proper bounds. If that was the sort of man we killed then we have committed a heinous crime,
the case of the prosecution is a just one and the Colchians have every reason to describe us as brutal and vicious
murderers. But if the real Gubazes was the complete antithesis of this, if he was prepared to stop at nothing in his
efforts to harm us by secretly letting in the Persians and betraying his country to them, can there really be any
question as to whether we ought not to have nipped the potential menace in the bud by our timely intervention
rather than allow our deference to the crown to make us play into the hands of the enemy? If, however, anybody
receives prior intelligence of some threatening move being contemplated in some particular quarter and has it
in his power to frustrate the design immediately and having averted the crisis to proceed to take deliberate and
concerted action to cope with any possible emergency, it would in such a case be the height of cruelty on his part
to resort to punitive measures in advance instead of defending himself by ensuring the possibility of foiling any
hostile attempt should the occasion arise. But when one is faced with a fait accompli against which all remedies
are of no avail, when the state is threatened with imminent destruction and the situation seems to preclude even
the faintest ray of hope then swift and decisive action is the only sane policy and every effort must be made to
avoid suffering some irreparable harm.

Now our accusers may cry shame, infamy and murder until they burst. They may seize upon such expletives
in order to cast the whole affair in a lurid and melodramatic light and try to force you to consider only the deed
itself. But it is for you in your judicial capacity to take into account the circumstances that led up to it, to weigh
up the causes that impelled us to take action and from the Tightness of the undertaking to establish the honesty
of our intentions. We do in fact often see in the various towns and cities vagrants, thieves and other types of
criminal beheaded or with their feet cut off, and we do not cry shame on the spectacle, inhuman though it may
appear to be, nor do we vent our indignation on the authorities concerned with administering these punishments
by calling them savage brutes and cruel fiends. No, when we consider the crimes the felons in question have com-
mitted and bear in mind that that is why they are being punished we rejoice in the harshness of the punishment,
since it has not been devised without good reason, as witness the unabated persistence of criminal activity.
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Gubazes therefore has been slain by us. And what, might we ask, is so dreadful about slaying a man who
is a traitor and an enemy? Our accusers, moreover, have defined the term enemy. They say that it should be
applied not to the man who is separated from us by a great distance but to whoever, even if he is a fellow
countryman,seeks to curry favour with the enemy. We too consider this to be the best, most accurate and most
realistic view of the matter. Given such a measure of agreement on both sides then, let us set out to prove by this
mutually acceptable criterion that Gubazes was indeed an enemy, for once this has been demonstrated it will
become immediately apparent that his killing was fully justified.

Now all barbarian peoples are by nature so constituted that even when they are subjects of the Romans they
are far removed in spirit from them and, chafing at the imposition of the rule of law, they incline instinctively to
turbulent and seditious behaviour. There is nothing they would like better than to continue living as their own
masters, subject to no outside jurisdiction and a law unto themselves. And if it is not possible for them to do so
then they strive to attach themselves to those nations with whom they have most in common. But Gubazes, in
addition to being tarred with the same brush since he was himself a barbarian by birth and consequently tainted
with the innate treachery of his race, surpassed himself in his wickedness towards us. He no longer deemed it
necessary to hide his feelings, but hastened to put into effect what had hitherto been the secret aspirations of a
hostile mind. While we were toiling away and facing every kind of danger in our efforts to frustrate the enemy’s
plans he saw fit to stay at home with his fellow countrymen and absent himself from the struggle. But at the same
time, he kept a watchful eye on which way the fighting was going. If the Romans achieved some resounding suc-
cess over the enemy his immediate reaction was a display of hostility and spite in which he would seek by mock-
ery to destroy the impression created by our achievements. He would dismiss the whole undertaking as a trifling
incident and its outcome as insignificant and attributable not to ourselves but to the vagaries of fortune. But if
by chance we met with some reverse (and it is not humanly possible to escape such ups and downs) he would
set himself up as a critical interpreter of events and immediately exempt fortune from any blame or any part in
what had happened. He had already decided in advance that the sole cause for any reverse we experienced was
a combination of poor morale, physical incapacity and unintelligent planning. He would never, as he did when
abusing us, seek to explain away the successesachieved by the enemy at our expense simply by making some
disparagingreference to the fickle, irregular and irrational behaviour of fortune.

He proclaimed these sentiments openly and made them known not only to the Persian forces for whose
benefit he was actively intriguing but messengers were at once despatched by him and carried the news to Iberia,
to the Alans, the Suanians, to the barbarians beyond the Caucasus, to more distant and still more distant peoples.
Indeed if they could have travelled to the ends of the earth for him he would not have declined to send them.
His message was: “The Romans are cowards in war and are being beaten by the barbarians.” Now his purpose in
eagerly pursuing this policy was not just to bring the Roman people into disrepute, though that would of itself
be a sufficiently damning proof of his hostile attitude. His efforts were in fact directed to a different and more
sinister objective. His intention was to undermine as best he could the widespread belief among foreign peoples
concerning the triumphant and invincible might of the Emperor and in this way to incite to some rash act of
defiance those peoples who had hitherto been overawed and abjectly subservient. How then, in all fairness, are
we to describe the perpetrator of these acts? Surely as an enemy rather than as a friend and a well-wisher, an ally
and a king or any other of the fancy titles the prosecution has applied to the rebel Gubazes. Yet both prosecution
and defence have conceded that the only way one can tell a friend from an enemy is by the manner in which
he reacts to events. Since, therefore, it has now been demonstrated that Gubazes was distressed at our successes
and elated at our failures, what earthly reason can barbarians have for inveighing against the laws of the Romans
according to which we are in the habit of punishing or even executing, should the occasion arise, those who en-
gage in riotous and subversive activities. But let us, if you like, set aside all proofs, inferences and deductions and,
concentrating our attention exclusively on the hard facts of the case, see to what conclusions such a consideration

which found favour with the generals was to launch a full-scale attack on the enemy and destroy or at least drive

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out what had long constituted a thorn in the flesh and a permanent menace.

We desperately needed the help of a Colchian force, not only in order that we, with our poor understanding
of local geography, might have the benefit of their first-hand knowledge of the terrain but also in order that we
might enlist their active support and cooperation in the struggle against heavily-armed troops drawn up behind
fortifications and also in all probability against a relief-force from Mucheirisis*®. What then were the generals to
do in these circumstances? Surely the proper thing for them to do was to ask the leader of the Colchians for assis-
tance and to draw his attention to the fairness of their request. And that is precisely what they did. He, however,
acting in a truly lordly and tyrannical fashion would not even hear of putting in an appearance let alone of ac-
tively participating in the assault on the fortress. He did not even bother to mask his refusal with some semblance
of an excuse. Indeed, he rejected our request out of hand with an air of arrogant self-importance which ill became
a subject who was paid for his services. Moreover, he persisted in angrily heaping insults on the heads of the gen-
erals, as though he imagined such behaviour to be courageous and in keeping with the status of a king. Clearly,
he no longer meant to defer the open and shameless advocacy of his earlier designs. Was there then any point in
waiting for further proof and displaying the Emperor’s letter with the idea that the man who was not prepared to
travel even a short distance in his own country would come to Constantinople? And how would it have been pos-
sible, if we had proposed to send him there, when he had already stirred up so much hostility against us, to avoid
widespread dissension and bloodshed and open defection and the imminent prospect of a Persian invasion, since
we would have had to contend with the stubborn and relentless opposition of a public enemy 1 whilst the people
as a whole would, like the barbarians they are, readily have accepted this opportunity for indulging in revolution-
ary violence? A further incentive would of course have been provided by the fact that Persian help would have
been forthcoming from very near at hand. And so, when disaster was practically staring us in the face, we made
away with the ringleader and by doing this suppressed the conspiracy with such ease and promptness that it now
seems scarcely credible that any threat ever existed.

Our accusers would do well, therefore, to stop bringing up the matter of the letter and abusing us for not
having followed its instructions. Is there anyone to whom it is not perfectly obvious that what was written about
his having to go to Constantinople was there merely to test his intentions and to find out whether he was willing
to cooperate and do as he was told? Now, having easily formed a clear idea of his unruly and aggressive frame of
mind from his rejection of a smaller request, how could we have been expected to bid him comply with a demand
of a more serious nature instead of having recourse to more direct action which, after exposing ourselves to nu-
merous hazards, we would in the end in any case have had to take? Those who, when the time is ripe for action,
fail to make an appropriate and decisive response to the situation cannot at a later date recover the lost opportu-
nity. But apparently, to judge from what our accusers have to say, we could still in the last resort have brought an
action against Gubazes, engaged that is to say in a futile battle of words and chosen the niceties of verbal alterca-
tion in preference to the realities of security. But the presence of the Persians did not allow such a procedure since
they were closing in and ready to take over the whole of Lazica with the help of this scheming traitor. Moreover,
now that the hostility, treachery and rebellious aspirations of Gubazes have been revealed on all sides what dif-
ference do the Colchians suppose it makes to them whether he was killed by us or by somebody else?

The desire to render loyal service is not the exclusive privilege of generals and other similarly exalted person-
ages. Everyone who feels so inclined has both a right and a duty to show concern for the state of which he is a
subject and to exert himself to the utmost to promote the common good. Likewise, even if to their mind we are
the scum of the earth, yet we are loyal and devoted subjects of the Emperor, we do have the interests of the Ro-
mans at heart, and we are not the sort of men to acquiesce in any attempt at conspiracy. In conclusion, if we must
add one further point it is this: you may rest assured that ours was an honourable, a just and a timely intervention
and that it was made with the full support of Martin”.

(A BRIEF OVERVIEW)

Oratorical sample [The speech by David IV the Restorer before the war of Didgori in front of the army,
in 1121] is contained in the book of the french historian Walter Gauthier, entitled the “Wars of Antioch”. The
book tells the story of the kingdom of Antioch in 1119-1126 and describes the bloody wars between the Chris-
tian and Muslim states. Walter Gauthier was the Chancellor of the Principality of Antioch, founded by the
Crusaders*¢. The Templar Knights order founders, Hugo de Paynes and Godfrey de Saint Omer returned from
Georgia and in Antioch they meet with Walter Gauthier, Chancellor of Antioch and told the story of the battle
of Didgori (later called as a “Miraculous Victory”) in Georgia, between the Georgians and the Turk-Seljuks and
Arabs coalition. His information about the Didgori War is considered to be a reliable source.

This speech was translated into Georgian from the “Wars of Antioch” and published by Z. Avalishvili in
his work “From the time of the Crusaders” published in Paris in 1929. In his work the speech of David the Re-
storer is placed as an addition. It is attached to the author’s letter “Around One War”*’, This letter refers to the
French historical source of the Didgori War, which belongs to Gauthier-Chancellor. According to the author
of the letter, in the “Wars of Antioch” in Article XVI, Gauthier introduces us first to the conditions of the ut-
terance of the speech and then to the speech itself**®. As for the sectoral and genre affiliation of the oratorical
sample, it belongs to the military rhetoric, and to the genre of speech.

The Georgian translation of David IV the Restorer’s speech was later published in modern publications,
including in 1958 — in N. Kandelaki’s “Georgian Rhetoric: Monuments and Materials™®, in 1997 — in V.
Katchakhidze’s “Rhetoric”**’ and in 2000 — by T. Jagodnishvili, I. Jagodnishvili and V. Papaskiri in “Georgian
Oratory Art™*!. In the present edition, the Georgian version of the oratorical sample is taken from Z. Avaish-
vili’s book*2. We offer an unchanged oratorical sample from the sources mentioned above.

“Our Kings suffered trials and tribulations and they were sent to people by God for their sins. When be-
lievers fail in their devotion to God and ignore his precepts, God sends tribulations to such people to admonish
them; the father-King lovingly educates his son, edifying him for the performance of good deeds. But if the
son is negligent in following his father’s teaching, the father punishes him, beating him and instructing him,
in order to teach him all the good things and make him well behaved. So, the lord — the creator of the sky and
the earth — teaches us. That is why we must thank him for his mercy.” Everybody thanked the Lord.

Vakhtang continued his speech before the nobles of Kartli: “Now, listen to my word! I am young and you
have not seen any good from me yet, but my ancestors granted you great favors, so that you could continue to
rule. But if the lord grants us good fortune, I will give you such goods and nobility that you have never seen
before among your ancestors. Imagine our common trial — from which we all suffer —as if it was only mine.
But if someone takes this burden on himself, I will not suspect in the depths of my heart that he does so (just)
out of vengeance, but will accept it as a service to me, and will repay him with good things. I cannot stand any
more the ossetians’ mockery. I am setting my hopes upon the consubstantial Trinity, which gave birth to the
infinity of God.

Oratorical sample [The speech by Queen Tamar in front of all the nobles of the kingdom] contains “A His-
tory of Georgia” (“Kartlis Tskhovreba”), in particular, one of its components of “The life of Tamar, the Great
Queen of Queens” written by Basili Ezosmodzghvari®®. So far no attention has been paid to it as an oratorical
sample.

“My brothers and sisters! The dreadful judge who is more fearful than earthly kings, who takes away
people’s souls, has called for me. you were yourselves witnesses of my love to you, which I have stored in my
heart; I never took away anything that was your share or was the object of your desire, and I was honored for
the time, which according to God’s purpose, I was your queen. Now I, too, am going to my fathers, following
an unknown way, obedient to the frightful order and the wonderful design. And I implore everybody: do good
always and pray for me. I am leaving as heirs to my house those, whom God gave me, my children, Giorgi®®
and Rusudan®®; receive them instead of me, and let them make up for the loss that my death causes you.”

“And the joy of the Georgians gave way to grief, for their lips resembled now a saltless soil, the (same) lips
of the (same) people, who before her death were pronouncing nothing but the name of Tamar; for they wrote
odes to her in acrostic®®® on the walls of their houses, and, adorning their seals, knives and sticks, they wrote
praises to Tamar. And everybody’s mouth was ever ready to utter some suitable praise for Tamar, whether
boys, or ox-drivers furrowing the soil with their ploughs, performing songs which glorified Tamar. Musicians
in Iraq sang the songs composed in honor of Tamar. The franks and Greeks, sailors at sea in favorable weather,
praised Tamar.

So the entire world was full of her praise, and every language in which her name was pronounced, exalted
her. Is there need at all to talk of her works? for the rumors of them run all over the world, the evidence of
which we have already seen.

As one wise saying goes, there is no fault in trying to do the things which exceed your powers, even
though the beginning and the end of such accomplishments resemble each other as the weight and value of
gold resembles those of dry grass. how must I find the proper words? Which of her virtues must I tell in the be-
ginning, and which in the end? shall it be her indescribable modesty or excessive sublimity, her praiseworthy
tranquility, her proper firmness, her heartfelt compassion, gracious kindness, innocent chastity, artless hon-
esty, all-embracing goodness or incredible generosity? she possessed the prerequisites of all qualities, notably
she was inspired with fear before the Almighty and faithfully served God. And only due to this was she able to
achieve the things, which no other man could achieve. evidence of this is in all the kingdoms adjacent to Geor-
gia: how many kings reduced to poverty she again helped acquire wealth, how many defeated among them
received their kingdoms from her hands, how many outcasts had their domains restored by her and how many
sentenced to death, she pardoned. Witnesses to this are the sovereign houses of Shirvan®* and daruband®”, the
Ghundzes®'é, ossetians®’, Kashags,*'® Karnukalakians®"® and Trabzonians®®. The Queen granted independence
to all of them and vouched to protect them from their enemies.

Nobody followed the law of God with such zeal, as she did, and nobody bowed his head with such humil-
ity. Church services and vigils, performed at her palace, excelled the prayers of Theodosius the Great, and, I
am sure, those of the Anchorites. And what to say of her fasts; she herself watched over how the monks and
the courtiers observed their fasts.

It is impossible to describe her adoration for priests and monks. There were always people with her who
followed the rules of the pious life. she always arranged accommodations for them close to her chambers, and
provided them with food and all the necessary things. And if somebody was sick among them, she herself vis-
ited him and comforted him, and with her own hands prepared the bed for him.

She appointed faithful supervisors over the poor. The tenth part of the entire state’s income, internal as
well as external, she handed out to paupers, and made sure that not even one grain of barley was lost. doing all
these things she did not think she was performing godly acts of charity. Finishing her work, she set at once to

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spinning or sewing, and the things she produced with her hands she distributed among the priests and paupers.

So (it may be said that) the rules, sanctioned once and forever, the expression of the virtues of the great
God, she observed not so much by beginning actions, but rather by their completion; like the sun, she cast
the light of her halo upon everyone, treating everyone with the same respect. By the graces she dispensed
on everybody she induced God to do the same, and thus she strengthened her friends, and most importantly,
without the help of something obtained by lies or injustice.

She never relaxed or neglected her duties as sovereign; she did not allow her mind to neglect the works
she had been charged with; she never yielded in her mind to any cowardly temptation that drags a man down;
she did not refrain from displaying modesty and did not ignore (the necessity of being) majestic too. She did
not disdain a moment’s softness but showed respect for firmness too; she mixed everything with everything in
order to represent all that filled her. She was perfection even among the perfect.

Submitting to the rotation of the heavenly cycle, she rigorously observed the Orthodoxy of the Creator,
so as not to perform anything contrary to nature; she did not allow passions to seize her, but did not avoid
those places, where you are drawn down to the earth as if by cords. Descending low from (the greatest) height,
and obedient to the commands of reason, she applied all her efforts to preserve the simplicity of her human
nature in compliance with her inner constitution, without coupling her nature with any passion. If she desired
something, it deserved to be desired, so that when she desired something it was a thing truly desirable. she was
praised, and she deserved all kinds of praise; she was looked on as a happy woman, and she was happy. And
there was no good in the entire world that did not find itself in her.

Those disobedient to her she belittled, but she raised up loyal subjects. she did not alienate her neighbors;
she did not annex houses to her house, and lands to her land®”, but contented herself with her family estates,
so that others did not think her to be unjust and greedy. And as the highest truth judges the righteous, she, too,
exerted her influence upon her neighbors not through fear, but by personally protecting them from those who
terrorized them, making them even frightening for their enemies. Ridding those around her of the insatiability
peculiar to leeches, she never made fruits poisonous and deeds harmful.

She sat as a judge between neighboring kingdoms, making sure that nobody started a war or tried to coerce
one another. And setting herself as an example for them, she was considered to be a second Solomon among
kings. Whoever heard the name of the Queen began to long in his soul to see her; and if they were unable to
do so, even great kings cursed their fates. she would have absorbed the whole sea, like a cloud that sprinkles its
sweet rain equally upon everyone.

If someone among you goes again over the chronicles, narrating the lives of the kings of old or of the new,
he will see that not one of them exceeded by his deeds those performed by Tamar, as we said in the beginning.

She expressed joy when she related something, she was bashful when teaching somebody; she gently en-
tered into contact with everybody and instructed them calmly, she punished mercifully and scolded kindly, so
as to show plainly the properties of God. she was a light for reasonable and unreasonable people, she shone for
the first and burnt the second. She was a bridle for those who strayed from the straight and narrow and a spur
for the careless, a moral law for the aged and an iron staff for youngsters; she was a wise protector for those
walking upon the straight path, while impartially whipping the disobedient.

The teachers of scripture feared God, the priests kept order, the monks observed respectable activity, the
mtavaris learned to live piously and keep to the straight and narrow; the people acquired a sense of duty to
serve God and — with fidelity — their masters. The youths learned to despise narrow disbelief, so that there was
no trace of a depraved immorality or youthful and obstinate disobedience in the days of Tamar. moreover, no
one used bad language, at least those who were honored to dwell in the royal chambers or to serve at the court.

In this way, observing God’s laws in everything, she acquired God’s grace, and God blessed her life and
increased her fruitfulness. And as the Scripture says, “light falls on the righteous,” and at dawn, her spouse
is the afternoon joy; at dusk she peacefully passed away on her bed. The lord adorned the days of her life with
honor and her time with peace. during the time of her reign, her face had never expressed any doubt, because
not one request of a widow or orphan or some oppressed one was left without satisfaction. she spent her days

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in joy, because every day she personally brought happiness to paupers and the sick. At last she departed to
her fathers and joined them, leaving behind her two children, Giorgi®® and Rusudan®*. They were fine and
beloved, such that everybody would like to have; they were praiseworthy, of regal appearance, reasonable,
adorned with wisdom and filled with all kinds of virtues. During her 23 years on the throne, Tamar managed
to realize a valorous reign in all its manifestations.

Here I close these words. Let the following generation find proper words for the description of other vic-
tories already achieved. We (for our part) respectfully and reverently fall silent.”

“Knowing well of the blameless devotion of the royal family to you, people of Georgia, and trusting in
God, I charge you with my sister, Rusudan®®, for you will have to make her a queen, as it has been the custom
of your ancestors. Serve her faithfully and protect by your courage the royal throne from the spite of its enemy.
For though she is not a man, but a woman, she is not lacking the wisdom and the knowledge for governing
a state. you, the distinguished people of this kingdom, should know and remember the grace, generosity and
homage of my blessed and well-remembered mother®®, glorious among the Kings.

Oratorical sample [The Speech by Demetre II Devoted in front of the Royal Court in the Hall] is placed in
the history of a 14th century Georgian historian, a chronicler, who tells the historical situation of Georgia from
the reign of Lasha-George (1213) to the reign of George the Magnificent (1314). As for the sectoral and genre
affiliation of the oratorical sample, it belongs to the royal rhetoric, and to the speech genre.

The author of this historical work is unknown. In his conditional name in science he received the title
of “Chronograph”, which refers to the chronicler and is found in the same work. The title of the novel is also
unknown. Demetre II was a Georgian king in the second half of the 13th century, during Mongol rule. At that
time a great civil war broke out between Ahmad Khan and Arghun Khan for supremacy. Demetrius II sided
with Ahmad Khan, but he was defeated and killed by Arghun Khan. Arghun Kaen summoned King Horde.
The king knew that death awaited him there. He also said well that he would anger Cain by not leaving and
he would destroy Georgia. Demetre II gathered the people of the Hall and announced his decision to leave
with Arghun Kaen. The king was sent to the Horde, where on March 12, 1289, he was executed by order of
Arghun. The present speech was uttered by Demetre the Devoted just before he left for the Mongol horde, and
is considered to be his last public speech before the Hall.

The historical work of the chronicler is included in the Mariamian list of “Kartlis Tskhovreba”, which was
edited in 1633-1646 and published by E. Takaishvili in 1906%*. The oratorical sample was published separately
in the following editions: in 2000 — in “Georgian Oratory Art™¥, in 2013 — in 15th volume of the “Georgian
Literature”®*.

our departure from this world is certain and pressing. What is the use of my life, if many lives will perish
because of me, and I will leave this world loaded with sins. I am willing to appear before the Khan, and let
everything be according to the will of God. If they put me to death, the country will escape disaster.”

(A BRIEF OVERVIEW)

Oratorical sample [The Speech by Beka I Jakeli in front of the Military Campaign against the Turks in
1303] is placed in the chronicle of a 14th-century Georgian historian, where the speech of Demetre II is also
preserved. After the latter, the author continues the history of the Mongol period and places the text of Beka
Jakeli’s speech in a suitable place. As for the sectoral and genre affiliation of the oratorical sample, it belongs to
the military rhetoric, and to the genre of speech.

Beka I Jakeli (1240-1306) was the ruler of Samtskhe in 1285-1306. During the rule of Beka Jakeli, southern
Georgia was suddenly attacked by Rumi Turks. The enemy looted a large part of Samtskhe and caused great
damage to the local population. The exact date of these events is unknown, however, it is probable that the
events from 1302 to 1303 are described. Initially, it was an enemy raid that resulted in the capture of Basiani
and Panaskerti. Beka could not catch up, and when the second invasion of the enemy was already prepared, he
immediately assembled an army, defeated and expelled the Turks. It is probable that the first expedition, led
by Azat Moses, took place in 1302, and the second expedition in 1303. Accordingly, the sample of Beka Jakeli’s
speech should also be determined by 1303.

The historical work of the chronicler is included in the Mariamian list of “Kartlis Tskhovreba”, which was
copied in 1633-1646 and published by edited by E. Takaishvili in 1906%3. The speech is published separately as
an oratory sample in 1958 in “Georgian Rhetoric: Monuments and Materials” by N. Kandelaki®*, in 1968 — in
“Georgian Rhetoric” by N. Kandelaki®, in 1997 — in “Rhetoric” By V. Katchakhidze®®. In the present edition,
we have printed the Georgian and English texts of the oratorical sample from “A History of Georgia” (“Kartlis
Tskhovreba”), of which the Georgian edition belongs to S. Kaukhchishvili®’, and the English edition to S.
Jones®®. We offer an unchanged oratorical sample from the sources mentioned above.

The oratorical example [The speech by the Catholicos Theodore in front of the Army before the battle for
the Lori Castle] is placed in the charter of Mtskheta (N°333, list Ne203), which was compiled in 1433 and signed
by Alexander I king of Georgia. In 1431, with great effort, he annexed the fortress-town of Lore and the Lori
Valley, which had previously been occupied by Black Sheep Turkomans.

The significance of the influence of the oratorical speech is underlined by Iv. Javakhishvili: “Catholicos
Theodore took an active part in the march against this important fortress [Lori Fortress] with his words and
chants. It turns out that the “commandments of the army” and the distribution strengthened the spiritual mood
of the warriors. [...] Catholicos Theodore has been inactive in his preaching, and admiring his persuasion and
encouragement, he has seized the Georgian army from the enemy and has supported it.”*®? As for the sectoral
and genre affiliation of the oratorical sample, it belongs to the military rhetoric, and to the genre of speech.

It is known from the history that one of the leading princes of Imereti addressed Erekle II in 1792 with a
proposal to unite Amer-Imereti. The king agreed and a battle was held at the royal palace. The meeting was
attended by representatives of Imereti and Kartli-Kakheti. Mzetchabuk Orbeliani spoke about the struggle in
favor of the unification of Georgia.

Platon Ioseliani’s “Life of George the Thirteenth” is so far the only source from which we know the
speech. This source was printed three times in total: first time published in 1879-1880, in the magazine “Iveria”
as a separate supplement — “Life of King George XIII”, described by Platon loseliani®®; Published for the sec-
ond time in 1895, entitled “Life of King George XIII and the unification of Georgia with Russia”, described by
Platon Ioseliani, published by Z. Tchitchinadze®”; for the third time published in 1936, Platon Ioseliani’s “Life
of George Thirteenth”, with introductory letters, editing and remarks by Akaki Gatserelia’®.

Oratorical Sample [The study by Ioane to brothers of the monastery on June 19, 1005] is contained in the
hagiographic work “Life of loane and Ephtvime”®*. The author of the hagiographic works is Giorgi Mtatsmide-
li, who described the work of his teachers.

The month and date of the oratorial sample are determined from the work — June 19, and the year of Io-
ane’s death is known in history as 10058”°. From the hagiographic work we also find that the oratorical sample
was uttered immediately before Ioane’s death, which give us the possibility of its dating. As for the sectoral
and genre affiliation of the oratorical sample, it belongs to the preaching rhetoric, and to the genre of study.

Ioane Batonishvili’s “Kalmasoba” contains an oratorical sample [The sermon on the invasion of Omar-
Khan]®?. In his work “Georgian Rhetoric: Monuments and Materials”, N. Kandelaki discusses one of the ora-
torical sample preserved in Ioane Batonishvili’s “Kalmasoba”, “The speech to Erekle II™%, but does not men-
tion another sample, namely, “The Sermon on Omar-Khan”. As for the sectoral and genre affiliation of the
oratorical sample, it belongs to the field of preaching rhetoric and to the genre of sermon.

N. Kandelaki writes: “The story is told in such a way that this speech was said by the famous preacher of
his time Iona Khelashvili (1772-1837) in front of the king. In fact, we have to think that the speech was coined
by Ioane Batonishvili as an oratorical sample that was probably never uttered. “Kalmasoba” was written in
1813-1828 and the speech placed on its pages should be considered as a creation of this period. However, it is
possible that this speech was created earlier, was even uttered in its time and then became the material of “Kal-
masoba”. Either way, the mentioned speech should be considered as belonging to I. Batonishvili. This is true
even because the linguistic form of the speech is indistinguishable from the plain verbal form of “Kalmasoba”
and does not resemble to the lofty speech of Iona Khelashvili.”* Although his opinion is expressed about the
oratorical sample — “The speech to Erekle II” — the same may apply to the second oratorical sample.

Ioane Batonishvili’s “Kalmasoba” contains an oratorical sample [The Praise to Erekle I1]°®. However, N.
Kandelaki refers to the title of the sample as “a speech to Erekle II.” In fact, this is the meeting of the king,
which is directly confirmed by the introductory scene quoted in Ioane Batonishvili’s “Kalmasoba”, where the
orator calls his speech a “Praise™®. Accordingly, it would be correct to attribute the oratorical sample to the
field of festive rhetoric, and to the genre of praise.

Ioane Batonishvili’s [Praise said to Erekle II], is a eulogy to the king. The speech is attributed to the histori-
cal figure Iona Khelashvili by the author of “Kalmasoba”. As is well known, he is the character of I. Batonish-
vili’s work and not only this speech, but also a large part of the dialogues are presented above his “name”, as
he himself says in one personal letter”’. With this document, this praise should be considered as the creation
of the author (and not the character) of “Kalmasoba”, although it is possible that I. Batonishvili really used I.
Khelashvili’s rhetorical samples as a material. N. Kandelaki in his work “Georgian Rhetoric: Monuments and
Materials” discusses this oratorical sample preserved in “Kalmasoba” and considers Ioane Batonishvili as its
author®.

(A BRIEF OVERVIEW)

Akaki Tsereteli’s historical poem “Tornike Eristavi” preserves one oratorical sample, namely, [The speech
by Tornike Eristavi in front of the hall], which is conveyed in the form of a poem. It belongs to the field of royal
rhetoric, and to the genre of speech.

Tornike Eristavi was a well-known Georgian statesman and theologian of the second half of the 10th
century, the son of a Taoist nobleman, Chordvaneli, who was called Ioane-Tornike after his death as a monk.
Ioane-Tornike was once a monk on the famous Lavra of Athanasius the Great on Mount Athos. In the 60s
of the 10th century, Georgians came to Athanasius Lavra — Ioane (Ioane Athoneli), a monk, his son. Eftvime
Athoneli and Tornike Eristavi, who stayed in Lavra for more than a year, and then together with other Geor-
gians built the Iverta Monastery in Athos. Ioane-Tornike is also known in the history of Georgia as the famous
commander of David Kurapalat, with the help of whom in the 70s of the X century (976-979) he suppressed the
revolt of the powerful Byzantine commander, Barda Skliaros, who rebelled against the imperial throne. David
Kurapalat, under the command of Tornike Eristavi and Jojik Eristavi, sent 12 thousand Georgian warriors to
Byzantium, who brutally defeated Barda Skliaros and seized a large amount of booty. The Byzantine Imperial
Karma handed over the promised territory to David. loane-Tornike donated the proceeds of the military booty
to Athanasius Lavra and other Greek monasteries, most of which were used to build the Iverta Monastery in
Athens. In 980, the Byzantine emperor conferred on Ioane-Tornike the title of Svingeloz (Assistant Patriarch).

Famous Georgian public figure Anton Purtseladze (1839-1913), among his literary and journalistic activi-
ties, also engaged in legal activities in Georgia; In the 70s of the XIX century Anton Purtseladze worked as a
lawyer in Samegrelo, in particular, in Zugdidi. A study of the personal archives reveals that in one of the ongo-
ing cases in the Samegrelo, he was in charge of protecting those convicted in criminal cases, and the court also
uttered a defense speech, which was later corrected and used by the writer in his famous novel “Matsi Khvitia”.

“Matsi Khvitia” was first published in 1872 in the magazine “Mnatobi™. It is subtitled as a “Historical
Novel from the Life of Megrelians” and in parentheses “This novel belongs to a time 500 years ago”. The work
describes the trial in the case of Matsi Khvitia: The first indictment of the accuser is given first'%%, then it is fol-

by the lawyer from Marseilles and the last indictment speech of the prosecutor in the case of Matsi Khvitia
— are taken from the June-July 1872 issues of “Mnatobi”**2. We offer an unchanged oratorical samples of the
defensive and accusatory speeches from the source mentioned above.

(A BRIEF OVERVIEW)

K. Borozdini’s memoir work “Samegrelo and Svaneti” contains some oratorical samples: [The Speech by
Utu Mikava to the Russian officer N. Kolubyakin]'”’ and [The Speech by Utu Mikava in front of the Ekaterine
Tchavtchavadze, Queen of Samegrelo]'””!. As for the sectoral and genre affiliation of the oratorical samples,
they belong to the political rhetoric, and to the speech genre.

As mentioned in the Georgian scientific literature, the Georgian royal rhetoric was replaced by the so-
called “Folk political rhetoric”. N. Kandelaki and Ts. Barbakadze consider that the first representative of this
field is Utu Mikava, who was a blacksmith and the leader of the rebellion of 1857. A few of his oratorical sam-
ples have come down to us through memoir prose!””? Unfortunately, other samples of “folk political rhetoric”
have not reached us. In such conditions, special importance is given to the surviving oratorical heritage of Utu
Mikava. Samples of his public speech have been preserved by K. Borozdin's memoir “Samegrelo and Svaneti”:
the first one is [The Speech by Utu Mikava to the Russian officer N. Kolubyakin]'”® and the second one is [The
Speech by Utu Mikava in front of the Ekaterine Tchavtchavadze, Queen of Samegrelo]'7.

K. Borozdin's “Samegrelo and Svaneti” was translated into Georgian by T. Sakhokia. The book was pub-
lished twice: the first time was published in 19347, the second time —in 2019976, The first sample “The Speech
by Utu Mikava to the Russian officer N. Kolubyakin”, was published separately in 1968 by N. Kandelaki's
“Georgian Rhetoric™'%”
an unchanged oratorical sample in an unchanged from the source mentioned above.
